Dear St. Joseph Parish Family,

It seems that we’re on the downslope of the newest omicron variant and my prayer is that
things will start to return to normal soon. I’'m hoping that people who have been reluctant to
return to Mass in person will start to pray about when the best time to return to Mass. In order
to help parishioners concerned about returning to Mass feel comfortable returning, this
weekend we’re introducing a special communion line where the person giving communion will
more frequently sanitize his hands (the other people distributing communion also sanitize their
hands before giving communion), where there will be communion in the hand only, and where
every precaution will be taken to ensure maximal safety. This communion station will be by the
St. Joseph statue.

This week there are several important feast days:

*This Wednesday is the Presentation of the Lord, also known as Candlemas. It’s called
Candlemas because historically the church candles were blessed at that Mass. We haven’t
restored that tradition, but we may in future years.

*This Thursday is the feast of St. Blaise, when there is a special throat blessing. We'll offer the
throat blessings at the 12:10pm daily Mass that day.

*This Saturday is the Memorial of St. Agatha and this year on that day 7 Dominican brothers
will make solemn profession, meaning that they vow to live the Dominican life until death.
Please keep them in your prayers—one day they may be serving here at St. Joseph’s.

MASS INTENTIONS

First Reading: Jeremiah 1:4-5, 17-19
God tells Jeremiah that he was chosen to
be a prophet to the nations before he had
even been born. He also promises him
strength and protection, providing
Jeremiah does as God asks.

Second Reading: 1 Cor 12:31—13:13
Paul discusses the importance of love and
claims that one who possesses any gift,
but lacks love, has nothing. He explains
that true love never fails, although
knowledge or other talents can fail to
endure in the same manner. Paul says that
three things last: "faith, hope, and love,
the greatest of these being love."

Gospel: Luke 4:21-30

Jesus spoke in the synagogue at
Nazareth, at first appealing to all who
were present. But he knew that they
would be expecting him to do the things
he had already done in other towns. He
reminded them of other prophets who
had preached and gained acceptance in
foreign places instead of their home
towns. This angered the people, who
expelled him from town.
