Mass Tidbit

After praying the Collect, we then begin the Liturgy of the Word. Broadly speaking, the Mass
has two basic parts: the Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist. These parts go
back to the earliest times in the Church; St. Justin Martyr wrote about the Mass in the 2"
century and mentions these two basic parts of the Mass.

The Liturgy of the Word focuses on the Scriptures. It contains one or two readings from the
Old or New Testament, a Responsorial Psalm or the Graduale, a reading from the Gospels,
the homily, the Profession of Faith, and the Universal Prayer. We’ll be going over each of
these as we move through the Mass.
